In 

order to comply with Kentucky Department of Charitable Gaming rules, raffle tickets are only avail-

able by mail order (unless you are physically located in Kentucky, based on your IP address).  You must 

complete a ticket request form and send it to the Museum, along with payment by credit card, cash, 

or check payable to NCM.  The Museum will then send you your ticket numbers and fill out the stubs 

to go into the raffle drum.  Another snag ð postal regulations say that cash or check raffle payments 

can only be sent via private carriers (UPS, FedEx, DHL).  Ticket request forms are available on the 

website (corvettemuseum.org) or from your Ambassador ð thatõs me.  I can accept cash payments 

only.
